e Five cones or items to be
battleships

e A football or suitable ball for
kicking

e Tennis ball or rolled up socks
if throwing

How to play the game?

e Aim to knock over the ships, if you are successful you are rewarded with a point

e Alternatively, aim to knock over your partner’s ships and whoever sinks all their
opponent’s ships first is the winner

e |f you do not have a ball suitable for kicking, then use a tennis ball or rolled up pair of
socks to throw

e |f you do not have anyone to play against, count how many attempts it takes you to sink
all the battleships

Top tips...

e Use the side of your foot to kick
for more accuracy
Look at the target you are aiming
to hit

Even more challenging...

Nominate the cone/item before
you kick the ball

Move the cones further away/ or
wider apart
